The Columbia Art League is delighted to present the Golden Jubilee Art in the
Park. First held in 1958, Art in the Park is the oldest art fair in mid-Missouri
and one of the highlights of the summer season. The 2008 festival will be
held at Stephens Lake Park, a historic tree-lined park set around the serene
Stephens Lake.

The Golden Jubilee Art in the Park will include 7-hours of musical
entertainment, a Youth Roots Stage for our younger visitors, a children's art
area, art demonstrations, wine tasting and more. Visitor attendance at Artin
the Park 2007 was 16-18,000, with many people traveling to the event from
across Missouri.

Artin the Park 2008 will see the launch of the new ArtCycle project, working
bicycles transformed into moveable art. 10 commissioned ArtCycles will join
other competitively-entered ArtCycles for a parade on Saturday morning from
Columbia's District to Artin the Park. The ArtCycles will be displayed at Artin
the Park throughout the weekend, with a prize ceremony on Sunday afternoon.

Friday March 7: Deadline for entries. This is not a postmark deadline.
Friday March 29 : Artists notified of inclusion.

Friday April 25: Cancellation deadline for full refunds

Friday June 6: Artists may arrive and set up from 12 noon.

* Only artists whose work has been accepted may exhibit at Art in the Park.

* Artists may exhibit work only in the category in which they have been
accepted.

* Allartwork displayed must be the artist's own original work. Artists may
not display work produced by other artists.

* Offset reproductions may be displayed but must not be more than 50%
of the work represented. Offset reproductions should be displayed in
bins or portfolios and must be labeled as reproductions.

* Mechanically produced art is not eligible for cash awards and must be
clearly labeled a reproduction.

* No kits or work from kits is eligible. Factory produced art or plagiarism
will result in the exhibitor being removed and excluded from future
shows.
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* Artists must submit three digital or slide images of their work plus one
of their booth. The artist's name should not appear in the photograph
in order to comply with the anonymous jury process. Digital images can
be either sent on disc or emailed to artleague@centurytel.net before
March 7,2008.

* Exhibited work must be consistent with the submitted images and
application information.

* Artists are expected to exhibit and be present for the entire 2-day festival.
There is no rain date, so artists should come prepared for all weather.

* Artists must provide a white 10' x 10" pop-up tent.

* The maximum number of booth spaces allowed per artist is two.

*  Multiple artists are not allowed to share one booth. If spouses/partners
collaborate in producing a single body of work, they may apply as an
exhibiting team and occupy one space.

* Artdemonstrations are encouraged. Please indicate on the application
form if you will be demonstrating your work.

* All proceeds from sales go to the artists.

* Artists are responsible for their own sales tax. Missouri sales tax informa-
tion sheets will be provided in each artist's welcome pack upon arrival.

Please select from the following media category when submitting your
application: Painting, drawing, photography, printmaking, sculpture, fibers,
ceramics, glass, wood, jewelry, mixed media.

* All ceramic work must be handmade and each piece signed by the artist.

* Prints of photographs made from the artist's original negatives must be
processed by the artist or under his/her supervision.

* 2D work must all be appropriately framed or matted and displayed in a
suitable portfolio or stand.

* Alljewelry must be created by the artist. Beaded work, where the artist
has not created or worked the beads/stones/gems is not acceptable as
the main component of their collection, and should not represent more
than 10% of the work displayed.

The awards judge(s) will visit all booths on Saturday morning, Artists should
have their booths set up by 8.30am. A booth number and category sign will be
in each artist's welcome pack and should be cleatly displayed at this time.

The awards ceremony will take place on Saturday afternoon. Award winners
will be presented with ribbons and cash prizes in the following categories:

Best of Show, 1st & 2nd Runner Up, the Fine Crafts Award (selected by
Bluestem Missouti Crafts), and Awards of Excellence in 7 categories: Painting,
Photogtaphy, Drawing/Printmaking, Sculpture/3D, Wood/Fibet, Jewelty/
Glass, Ceramics.

Juty fee: $25; Booth fee: $195 (CAL members) / $245 (non-members)

Both fees should be submitted with the application form. The jury fee is non-
refundable and will be deposited upon receipt. Booth fees will not be deposited
until the last week in March after applicants have been accepted. Checks should
be made payable to Columbia Art League.

Artists may cancel and receive a full refund before Friday, April 25. Cancellations
received between April 26 and May 23 will receive a 50% refund. Cancellations
received on May 24 or later are not eligible for refund.
